COP Program Patrol Car

Chief Nebeker told the Council there is a 1997 Crown Victoria patrol car that is not being utilized at this time, and asked the Council if they would allow him to add graphics to this patrol car for the use of the Citizens on Patrol (COP) Program.  Chief Nebeker talked to Squaw Butte signs, and for $350.00 they will remove all the current graphics on it and replace it with new graphics for COP.  There are funds in the COP account which will allow them to change the light bar to the legal, amber light bar for COP.  On Cruise Night, there were four COP volunteers, but there is currently only one car available for them to use.
Councilman Rogers made a motion to approve the graphics and permission to use the 1997 Crown Victoria for the Citizens on Patrol.  Councilman Henderson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
Infraction vs. Misdemeanor

Chief Nebeker discussed infractions versus misdemeanors.  He stated with misdemeanors it goes on your permanent record, you can go to court and go to jail.  With infractions they are not enforceable if they do not pay.  This has been a problem.  Chief Nebeker said he spoke with attorneys and a judge for advice on how to proceed in these situations.  It was suggested that a first offense be handled as an infraction, and the second offense be handled as a misdemeanor.  This information is something for the Council to think about.
