Unfinished Business

Business License Ordinance Discussion
Mayor Butticci stated the Business License Ordinance has issues that have not been enforced.  He stated they need to decide what direction they want to go, and educate the businesses if they decide to change it.  Councilman Stout asked the percentage of businesses that are registered. Mayor Butticci said he thinks it is approximately 20%. He thinks the Council should suspend this and start over to get everyone on board.  Discussion followed.
Counselor Bjorkman stated if they want to start enforcing the ordinance, the way to go about it is to put some notices in the paper to make sure the public is aware of it, give time for people to comply and give warnings and invitations.  Only those that refuse are the ones who would be fined for not complying.  Police Chief Steve Nebeker asked Counselor Bjorkman if there would be any recourse with a fee/fine if they failed to comply. Counselor Bjorkman said it is up to the Prosecutor’s office.  Mayor Butticci said he would like Chief Nebeker to talk to the Prosecutor’s office to see what type of penalties could be applied and how they would be enforced.  In the meantime, the Council can figure out ways to educate and possibly work together with the Chamber of Commerce.

Mayor Butticci polled the Council.  Poundstone – Y, Welch – Y, O’Brien – Y, Henderson – Y, Rogers – Y, Stout - Y.  Motion Carried.

Engineer

City Engineer Justin Walker presented his report.
Contractors Northwest Inc Change Order #2 – (decrease of $12,027.74)
Superintendent Capson asked for Council’s approval on Contractors Northwest Inc Change Order #2.
Councilman O’Brien made a motion to approve Change Order #2 to Contractors Northwest Inc for the water system improvements and the PCO numbers included are Number 1a, 2, 3, 4 and 5, for a total decrease of $12,027.74, subject to lending agency approval.  Councilman Henderson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
Chief of Police

Police Chief Steve Nebeker presented his report.

Fire Chief

Fire Chief Shannon Crays presented his report.

Chief Crays asked the Council’s permission to start a permit program for fire alarms and sprinklers for new businesses, and charging a small fee, similar to our current building permit.  After some discussion, Chief Crays was told to put something together to bring to the Council at a future date.

Mayor Butticci told the Council that Chief Crays is an EMT and the Mayor has given permission to Chief Crays to use his own judgment in responding to EMS calls.  In some instances, Chief Crays has the ability to arrive in a more timely manner than the ambulance, and the Mayor would like it known that the decision to respond will be on a case by case basis.  Chief Crays gave a recent account of an emergency situation in which he was first to arrive on the scene and help an individual before the ambulance arrived.  
Superintendent of Public Works 

Superintendent of Public Works Bruce Evans presented his report.

Sewer Superintendent Ron Gearhart presented his report.

Possible Land Purchase
Mayor Butticci said in the last Council meeting he brought forth some land available for purchase and asked Sewer Superintendent Ron Gearhart and Water Superintendent Travis Capson to take a look at the parcel it to justify what the City would be spending, which is $60,000 for 5 acres. Superintendent Gearhart did a study on the sewer part of it, as far as a lift station, and it looks like it is not usable for us, as it would be about a 20% usage rate.  Superintendent Capson looked at the water side of it, which would also be about 20% usage.  
Superintendent Gearhart addressed the Council in regards to the sewer for the parcel.  He referred to a map which he gave the Council and explained why he feels there would only be a 20% usage rate.
Superintendent Capson addressed the Council in regards to the water for the parcel.  He referred to the map and explained the possibilities for future water usage, which would only be approximately 20% usage.
For those that were not at the last meeting, Mayor Butticci explained that he has a donor who is willing to donate $100,000 on a piece of land for a city park.  The property being researched for the park and future growth was at Main and Substation, which is priced at $160,000.  The $60,000 the City would be responsible for, which is for 5 acres, would be coming out of the water and sewer funds.  Mayor Butticci has been working on this for about a year, which is why a feasibility study was conducted.  However, he cannot justify spending $60,000 on 5 acres of land that cannot be utilized for our needs.  Mayor Butticci said he can tell the seller that we are not interested, and he and the donor will continue to look for land elsewhere that might be suitable, or another option would be to continue the purchase if the seller drops the price low enough to make it work.  Mayor Butticci said the City could still use the property for storage, utilities or piping.  It is behind the canal and there would not be any access to it, but the price would have to be lowered to make it feasible.  He asked the Council if they would like to pursue the purchase of this parcel, or pass it on and look elsewhere.  Councilman Henderson said that she does not think it is a good idea to purchase land to be used as a parking lot for equipment, and would rather look for another piece of land.  Councilman Stout asked if the donor specified this piece of land.  Mayor Butticci said no, the donor is open to options. Discussion followed on some land purchase options.  Mayor Butticci said he will tell the seller we will pass on the purchase of the land.
Councilman Rogers made a motion to adjourn.  Councilman Stout seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
