1. Call to Order: Chairman Hendrix called the meeting to order at 9:05 A.M.
2. Review of Agenda:  Chairman Hendrix added the list of Comprehensive Plan chapters to their discussion under unfinished business.

3. Approval of Minutes of July 19, 2010: A motion was made by Commissioner Madsen and seconded by Commissioner Salazar to accept the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

4. New Business:  None.

5. Unfinished Business: 
a. Potential BBQ at Travis Madsen’s Residence: The Commission chose not to meet at Travis Madsen’s residence because of the potential noticing conflicts.
b. Master Pathway Plan Discussion: The Commission discussed that the Master Pathway Plan will be referenced in Chapter 10 (Transportation) of the Comprehensive Plan. Brad reminded the Commission that there will be a workshop to discuss the Master Pathway Plan on September 29th at 3:30 p.m. Brad stated that the City and the County will most likely have separate pathway plans but will work together on it initially. The Commission discussed potential members of a sub-committee to steer the plan.      

c. Discussion/Review of Public Facilities Chapter (Ch. 9): The Commission discussed the Public Facilities Matrix that Commissioner Weekly had drafted before he resigned. The Commission decided to review the chapter to see what can be incorporated and what can be deleted. Brad stated that he will be participating in an Idaho Power Community Advisory Committee that will be focusing on a Western Treasure Valley Electrical Plan that will include Payette, Gem, Canyon, Owyhee, Washington, and Malheur, OR Counties. It will be a 35-40 year plan for Idaho Power where the public infrastructure will be located including the overhead power lines and substations. It is a six month planning effort and at the end there will be a map that will show all the proposed lines and substations and that could be a nice appendix to add to this chapter. 
d. Discussion/Review of Transportation Chapter (Ch. 10): Commissioner Madsen discussed the changes he made to the chapter and said that comparing it to the old one there are some things he likes better in the old one. The Commission discussed adding some information they received from the Access Management presentation they attended. They also discussed the formatting of the chapter and coming up with a vision statement.
e. Discussion /Review of Natural Resources and Hazardous Areas Chapter (Ch.6):   The Commission briefly discussed the chapter and made a few edits. Brad stated that he and Commissioner Salazar attended a water source protection workshop and they came back with a checklist that they could use to add to this chapter and he will get a copy to Chairman Hendrix.
f. Comprehensive Plan Chapters List: The Commission discussed concentrating on the Natural Resources Chapter, Recreation and Open Space Chapter,

Transportation Chapter and the Public Facilities Chapter and then they 


can go back and review and update the others.
6. Items from Planning Director: 
a. Update on Design Review Ordinance: Brad stated that the Design Review Ordinance was adopted by the City Council and Board of County Commissioners on August 9th. He said he is still working with the Attorney on the Ordinance wording before it will be finalized and published.
b. Western Planner Conference Highlights: Brad stated that the one Planning Commission thing he wanted to pass on was using history and historical “treasures” as a tool of Economic Development. 
c. Source Water Protection Discussion: Brad stated that the City Council adopted a supplement from DEQ that requires a Source Water Protection Plan for jurisdictions.
