Non Consent Agenda

Items from the Community

Mayor Butticci stated Maggie Stephens, 815 Lincoln Ave, is asking Council to reconsider their decision from the December 13, 2011 Council Meeting. She is living in a trailer on her property, without city water or sewer hook-ups, which is against city ordinance.
Maggie Stephens addressed the Council and stated she is on disability and lives on a limited income. She owns her property, lives alone, and does not have any other place to live. Ms. Stephens is not working, and states she is unable to work. She said she has a port-a-potty and empties it almost every time she leaves her house. She brings water in and states she would not drink city water if she had it.

Mayor Butticci stated it is a violation of ordinance to live in an RV on a lot, but there are RV parks which she can live in. Ms. Stephens said she cannot afford living in an RV park. She said at this time, she has no house or car payment. Mayor Butticci asked Ms. Stephens to give a history on the house that was previously on the lot. Ms. Stephens said she rented her house while she went to live on the Butte for a few months. The house burned down due to line wires that snapped and hit her carport. The carport caught on fire and the fire destroyed the rest of the house. Her tenant was living on the property at the time. Mayor Butticci asked if she received insurance funds from the fire. She received money for what the house was worth, and it was an older, small house built in 1950.

Councilman Rogers asked if she ever thought about selling the lot, so she could use the money to live in an RV park. Ms. Stephens said nothing in selling right now, and she is not even sure of what it is worth. She does not have the money to rebuild, which was her intention. Councilman O’Brien asked if Ms. Stephens had family that could help with her expenses. Ms. Stephens said not money wise.  She said she makes $600.00 a month from disability. 
Councilman Henderson said there are many people living on fixed incomes that have to pay for sewer and water. They may not like the taste of the water, but they pay it. She said she understands Ms. Stephens situation, but if they allow her to stay there without being hooked up to city services, it will set a precedence for those who would like to turn off their water and sewer and live the way she lives so they do not have to pay the bills. Councilman Rogers asked Ms. Stephens if she would be willing to talk to the Gem County Ministerial Association to see if there is any way they could help. Ms. Stephens said she would like to stay on her property, but if she has to go somewhere else she will need help, so would have to talk to somebody.  Mayor Butticci asked Ms. Stephens if she had power. She said she has power, pays property taxes, pays taxes on her RV and storage shed and has liability in case anyone gets hurt on her property.

Councilman Poundstone asked her how long she has lived on her property in the trailer. She said off and on for two and a half years. Mayor Butticci asked if she had friends with property that she could park her RV on. Ms. Stephens said she would be in the same situation, without sewer or water. Mayor Butticci stated that the problem is that she is within city limits, and it is against city ordinances. Ms. Stephens asked if the county had the same regulations. Building Official Brian Sullivan said in the county she could apply for an RV permit which is $125.00 a year, and then she could get a one year extension for a maximum of two years. It is required the trailer be hooked to water and sewer of the property it is occupying. He mentioned that Chaparral or Meadowbrook Apts may be an option as the rent is based on income. Councilman Henderson said the apartments across from the hospital and Autumn Court rentals are also based on income. Mayor Butticci asked if she would consider looking into those options. Ms. Stephens said she will have to do something if the Council will not allow her to live on her property. Mayor Butticci said it is the Council’s decision, but he does not know how they can allow it to stay as it is.  He said that WICAP will help with the applications in getting into income based housing. Ms. Stephens was worried her property would be taken away due to assistance. It was mentioned the United States Department of Rural Development gives low income housing loans. After discussion, it was decided that Ms. Stephens should come back to the January 24, 2012 Council Meeting. City Clerk Chrystal Whiteley asked Counselor Bjorkman since there was already a motion at the last Council Meeting denying Ms. Stephens to live in her RV, should another motion be made this evening. He said if there is a change from the last motion, then yes, another motion should be made. 
Councilman O’Brien made a motion to allow Ms. Margaret Stephens, 815 Lincoln Ave., Emmett, ID, to remain on her property temporarily while she explores solutions for her dilemma and return to the Council Meeting on January 24, 2012 with her findings. Councilman Stout seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
Kari Crisp, daughter of Roger Yount, spoke on his behalf in regards to his property at 426 Hwy 16. She said he has completed the sidewalks in front of the property to the city’s satisfaction and requested the remaining $10,000 be released to him so he can finish paying the bill for the sidewalks. 

Councilman Rogers made a motion to release the $10,000 to Roger Yount. Councilman Poundstone seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Kari Crisp asked that the issue Roger Yount ran into with price fixing out in the community is still a concern, so he would like to reschedule time to talk to the Council in regards to that issue.

Ordinance #O2011-8 – 2nd Reading

Councilman Poundstone made a motion to have the 2nd Reading of Ordinance #O2011-8 by title only.  Councilman Rogers seconded the motion.  Mayor Butticci polled the Council:  Stout – Y; Henderson – Y; O’Brien – Y; Rogers – Y; Poundstone – Y.  Motion Carried.
City Clerk Chrystal Whiteley read Ordinance #O2011-8 by title only
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EMMETT, IDAHO, AMENDING SECTION 5-2A-4 OF THE EMMETT CITY CODE BY CHANGING THE DEFINITION OF A VICIOUS DOG; BY REQUIRING THE OWNER OF A VICIOUS DOG TO KEEP THE DOG IN A SECURE ENCLOSURE; BY DELETING TRESPASS PROVISIONS; AND BY MAKING A VIOLATION OF SECTION 5-2A-4 A MISDEMEANOR; AND AMENDING SECTION 5-2A-5A OF THE EMMETT CITY CODE BY MODIFYING WHAT CONSTITUTES ALLOWING A DOG TO RUN AT LARGE AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

Councilman Stout made a motion to accept the 2nd reading of Ordinance #O2011-8 and move it to the next scheduled Council Meeting for the 3rd and final reading.  Councilman Henderson seconded the motion.  Mayor Butticci polled the Council:  Stout – Y; Henderson – Y; O’Brien – Y; Rogers – Y; Poundstone – Y.  Motion Carried.
New Business
Fire Department ASPR Assets Transfer
Fire Chief Shannon Crays said this is the trailer received from Walter Knox Memorial Hospital, which was an asset of Southwest District Health, but we took over the inventory. He said the trailer is 33 feet in length and after the inventoried everything in the trailer and took over the medical supplies Walter Knox had, the trailer was about twice as big then what was needed. The Emmett Fire Dept. is a member of the ASPR group and asked them if anyone needed the trailer since there was no need for it to sit as a shed. Caldwell Fire and Canyon County Paramedics requested to take the trailer and make it a rehab unit as a regional asset. He is asking Council’s permission to transfer the ASPR asset over to Caldwell Fire in the same manner we did from Walter Knox to Emmett Fire. Chief Crays said all the equipment that was in the trailer that was usable was put in the Emmett Fire trailer. 
Councilman O’Brien made a motion to allow Chief Crays to make the ASPR Asset Transfer to Caldwell Fire Department for the trailer. Councilman Henderson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Addendum #1 for Keller Associates, Inc – Water Quality Project 

Superintendent of Public Works Bruce Evans said this is an addendum to the contract with Keller in regards to all the extra inspections performed due to the 12th Street project. They asked Keller for a full-time inspector. The change is for $5,800.00 and will need the Mayor’s signature.

Councilman Rogers made a motion to approve Addendum #1 for $5,800.00 for residential engineering inspection, with a total amount of $88,300.00 and will require the Mayor’s signature.  Councilman Henderson seconded the motion. Motion Carried.

Holladay Engineering Invoice #9 – ($16,088.69) – LHTAC Substation Bridge
Superintendent Evans said this is for the Substation Bridge replacement project. This pay application is for $16,088.69. Our city share cost will be $1,180.91, with the federal grant money being $14,907.78. This will need the Mayor’s signature. 

Councilman O’Brien made a motion to approve the LHTAC Pay Application #9 in the amount of $16,088.69 with the Mayor’s signature.  Councilman Poundstone seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Permission to go out to Bid on 2009 WWTP Headworks Project
Superintendent Evans said they are ready to go out for bids on the 2009 WWTP Headworks Project. This is for the USDA grant money that is available. We have to expend the funds by June or we will lose them. He asked permission from the Council to go to bid.

Councilman Stout made a motion to allow Superintendent Bruce Evans to move forward with the advertisement for bids for the Headworks Project. Councilman Henderson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Brown & Caldwell pay Application #4 – ($45,086.25)

Superintendent Evans stated this requires Mayor’s signature and it would be per lending agency approval.
Councilman Poundstone made a motion to approve Brown & Caldwell Pay Application #4 in the amount of $45,086.25 per funding agency approval and give Mayor consent to sign.  Councilman Rogers seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Genther Masonry, Inc. Pay Application #1 – ($21,441.50) – RV Park Restrooms

Superintendent Evans said this is for the RV park bathrooms as the 12th St Ballfield. This does not need funding agency approval.

Councilman Poundstone made a motion to approve Genther Masonry, Inc. Pay Application #1 in the amount of $21,441.50. Councilman Stout seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
