Life Insurance Options for City Employees: Audrey Billingsley is requesting the Council’s authorization to pursue alterative life and long term disability insurance for the City’s employees. Ms. Billingsley is currently reviewing 5 different insurance companies that are cost effective for the City, and enhance employee and family coverage. All Employee information is protected under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPPA) Law and all documentation is shredded after review.

Secure Cemetery Lots: John Buck, from Potters Funeral Chapel is asking if the City would be interested in purchasing 9 cemetery lots from the Knox family. The family inherited the lots back in 1906. The family’s ancestor Clayton Knox, brother to Walter Knox leveled part of the cemetery and was compensated with cemetery property. Currently, there are 16 lots that are available. The Knox family will be retaining 5 of the lots and 2 lots will be sold. Leaving the remaining 9 lots available for purchase. Attorney Jake Sweeten’s recommendation is to draft a resolution of compensation to the remaining heirs, for the 9 lots and present the resolution for Council’s review at the next scheduled meeting.

Annexation of 18 Parcels: Building Official Brian Sullivan reported that the City is initiating annexation of 18 parcels that are located in Gem County. The parcels are considered enclaved land; the parcels are bounded on all sides within the City and the City’s area of impact. The areas of annexation are located on West 4th Street, Mill Road, South Washington Avenue, and Quail Run. Emmett Zoning Commission has approved annexing all 18 parcels. Building Official Sullivan will be seeking tax assessment information before approaching property owners with an annexation announcement. After further discussion Council’s recommendation is to move forward with annexation.

Grant Writing Fee Agreement, for the Assistance to Firefighters Grant: Fire Chief Curt Christensen presented Council with the Grant Writer Services Agreement, for preparing the Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program (AFG). The AFG program will help fund a ladder truck and training for the City’s Fire Department.  The grant writing fees will be $1500 up front and an additional 5% of the total grant amount, less the $1500 if the grant is awarded to the City.
Councilman Jenkins made a MOTION TO APPROVE THE GRANT WRITER SERVICES AGREEMENT FOR PREPARING THE ASSISTANCE TO FIREFIGHTERS GRANT PROGRAM IN THE AMOUNT OF $1500 UP FRONT, AND AN ADDITIONAL 5% OF THE TOTAL GRANT AMOUNT, LESS THE $1500 IF THE GRANT IS AWARED, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO SIGN. Economic Development

Economic Development Coordinator Robbie Roberts presented his report. 
Economic Development Intro Presentation: Economic Development Coordinator Robbie Roberts gave a brief presentation on the economic and potential growth development for the City of Emmett. Coordinator Roberts’ recommendations are to encourage current establishments to modify their business hours by accommodating residents that are employed outside of Emmett, focusing on smaller business entrepreneurial growth, encourage current business expansion that produces job opportunities for local residents, and eventually soliciting larger corporations to locate in Emmett. The goal is to encourage responsible growth by ensuring the fiscal health of the city, and support economic growth in a manner consistent with the City’s character.
