Building Official/City Planner Brian Sullivan presented his report.
Temporary Occupancy Request at 2031 E. Quail Run Road: Building Official Brian Sullivan reported that Terry Gardner Construction is requesting a temporary occupancy permit at, 2031 E. Quail Run Road, due to weather conditions. The weather has delayed construction on the parking lot and landscaping. Mr. Gardner has included bid proposals to complete the work; totally $70, 930, the 150% code requirements of the costs are $106,395. Code requires a letter of credit, certified check or cash deposit of 150% for the cost of materials and installation, to be deposited with the City Clerk prior to issuance of the permit. The check is a form of guarantee until the construction company completes the project. Once the project is completed the check will be returned in full.
