PUBLIC HEARING

N Hayes Ave Vacation

Mayor Petrie opened the Public Hearing for the N Hayes Ave Vacation at 7:03 p.m.

Brian Sullivan, Building Inspector, addressed the Council. He said that what they had before them was an application by the City of Emmett to vacate a portion of North Hayes Avenue and East Park Street. The address is 120 East Park, owned by Karl and Sandra Salskov, an area which totals 3,889 square feet. It is unimproved with no curb, gutter or sidewalk and would benefit both parties. 
Site specific conditions of approval, Number 7: The City of Emmett Public Works Department and Karl and Sandra Salskov must adhere to all required elements of Idaho Code in Title 70, Chapter 13, pertaining to the vacation of all public right-of-ways as part of this application. If approved, the City of Emmett Public Works Department must follow any procedures required of the City Council to convey the public property to Karl and Sandra Salskov including the preparation of new legal descriptions of the specific boundary to be vacated. The application shall comply with comments from Intermountain Gas in regards to utility easements being maintained for existing utilities, and if approved, Karl and Sandra Salskov and any subsequent owner accepts maintenance responsibilities for that portion of the North Hayes Street that is abandoned. The sewer line easement that is shown on the record of survey will be maintained. Nothing can be constructed over this sewer line. Staff recommends the approval of the application with conditions noted in Section 7. Zoning Commission also recommends approval of the vacation of the application with addition of the following condition: Adopt the attached Staff Report. 

The Farmer’s Cooperative Irrigation Company reviewed the application vacating the property and said it would create no ill effects on the operations and maintenance of the Farmer’s Co-op Canal. 

Mayor Petrie asked if Council had any question for Staff. There were no questions. Mayor asked for any public comment on the vacation of N Hayes Ave. There were no comments.
Mayor Petrie closed the Public Hearing for the N Hayes Ave Vacation at 7:07 p.m.

Agricultural Permit Fee

Brian Sullivan said the current Agricultural ordinance 9-7-5 allows large animals on a minimum 5 acre lot with a permit. When this ordinance was created, no fee by resolution was created. Property owners applying for an agricultural permit are required to follow the same standards for a large animal permit, Emmett City Code 5-2-1. He recommended City Council adopt the fee for large animal permit of $30.00 and apply it towards the agricultural permit.

Mayor asked if anyone from the public would like to be heard on the agricultural permit fee. There were no comments.
