Building Permit Fees
Mayor Petrie opened the Public Hearing for the New Building Permit Fee Schedule at 7:48 p.m.

Building Official Brian Sullivan presented Council with a New Building Permit Fee Schedule. The changes to the City’s fee structure are to provide consistent fees that are affordable for the public and to provide funding for the City’s construction growth expenditures. After collecting comparable data of surrounding cities, Building Official Sullivan is recommending a gradual 25% increase permitting fee schedule. The City is currently operating and charging half of what the 2012 International Building Code book fee schedule has published. The last fee increase approved by Council was in 2002. After further discussion the Council concluded.

Audrey Billingsley presented Council with the MBA Administrators proposal for administering COBRA coverage benefits once an employee leaves employment. The cost to the city is a one-time fee of $75 plus a $1.50 fee per employee per month. Employers with 20 or more employees are required to offer COBRA coverage and to notify their employees of the availability. Councilman Henderson made a MOTION TO ACCEPT THE MBA ADMINISTRATORS PROPOSAL WITH A RETROACTIVE DATE OF 8-1-2016, UNDER CONDITIONS SET FORTH AS PRESENTED ON PAGE 30 AND 31 OF THE MEETING PACKET AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO SIGN. Deputy City Clerk Leslie Boren is requesting that Council consider paying her overtime pay instead of allowing her accumulated compensation time. Since the previous City Clerk resigned, Ms. Boren has been performing both positions and has accumulated over 30 hours of compensation time. Councilman Stout made a MOTION TO APPROVE PAYING THE DEPUTY CITY CLERK LESLIE BOREN OVERTIME PAY AS OPPOSED TO ACCUMULATED COMPENSATION TIME. Councilman Welch SECONDED the motion. Motion Carried.
Fire Chief

Fire Chief Curt Christensen presented his report.

Fire Chief Curt Christensen presented the Council with an invoice from Southwest District Health Billing Agreement for services. The agreement would allow the Fire Department and EMT’s to receive required immunization shots for personal health and safety requirements. Currently, each employee pays for his or her own charges and then files for reimbursement. Councilman Henderson made a MOTION TO ACCEPT THE SOUTHWEST DISTRICT HEALTH AGREEMENT FOR SERVICES AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO SIGN. Councilman Welch SECONDED the motion. Motion Carried. Mayor Petrie polled the Council: Welch – Y; Stout – Y; Henderson – Y; Alder – Y; Hodges – Y; Jenkins – Y. Motion Carried. 
Systems Administrator 

Systems Administrator Mike Knittel presented his report.

Chief of Police/Code Enforcement

Police Chief Gary Scheihing presented his report.

Chief Scheihing took a moment to recognize Patrol Officer Kunka for the incredible job he has done of developing a trust relationship between the City of Emmett Police Department and the Emmett School District. 

Attorney Sweeten informed the Council that ICRMP paid out $7500 for the loss of K-9 Officer Rosco. Chief Scheihing will be recruiting a new K-9 Officer with the funds received by ICRMP once Council has approved payment. Councilman Stout made a MOTION TO APPROVE PAYING CHIEF SCHEIHING THE ICRMP INSURANCE PROCEEDS IN THE AMOUNT OF $7500 FOR THE PURPOSE OF PURCHASING A NEW K-9 DOG. Councilman Henderson SECONDED the motion. Motion Carried. 
Chief Scheihing presented Council with a firearms surplus list in the amount of $500, to Dundas Works, LLC. The surplus amount will be used as a trade towards ammunition. Councilman Stout made a MOTION TO APPROVE THE SURPLUS OF FIREARMS IN THE AMOUNT OF $500, TO DUNDAS WORKS, LLC, AND USE THE SURPLUS AMOUNT AS A TRADE TOWARDS AMMUNITION. Councilman Welch SECONDED the motion. Motion Carried. 
Executive Session 74-206(1f) to communicate with legal counsel for public agency to discuss the legal ramifications of legal options for pending litigation, or controversies not yet being litigated but imminently likely to be litigated. The mere presence of legal counsel at an executive session does not satisfy this requirement;
