Callie H. Properties, LLC has requested a transfer of the existing lease agreement between, the City of Emmett and the property located on the corner of Washington Avenue and Main Street, referred to as Pioneer Park. Callie H. Properties, LLC’s building is located adjacent to the park, and their concern is, once remodeling is completed that watering or construction at the park could damage the outside appearance of their building. Callie H. Properties, LLC agrees to pay all maintenance, water, sewer and power costs.
