Emmett Police Department Vehicle Lease Plan: Sergeant Ryan Bertalotto, presented Council with an Emmett Police Department Purpose and Scope Vehicle Plan. The City’s current vehicle fleet is outdated, they are not environmental sound, they are not fuel or mechanically cost effective, they have been unsafe and on a few occasions have caused a liability to the City. After, researching several leasing companies Sergeant Bertalotto, has recommended upgrading the City’s fleet through a 10-year plan that would provide a maintainable long-term program, a higher savings to the City, an effective use of manpower and a safer environment for the Officers and Community.  
Lamont Nelson, from Hinckley’s, Inc., presented Council with a Hincklease Fleet Management & Municipal Lease Program. Hincklease municipal leases provides the finances/leasing funds for the vehicles with the upfitting (equipment) of the vehicles, they maintain consistency in costs from year-to-year, they provide a newer and a safer fleet, the lease prices are locked in for multiple years, they work with modest budgets, which allows better use of capital for other needed expenditures. The City can select the dealerships, the vehicles and the equipment. 

Councilman Henderson made a MOTION TO ALLOW THE EMMETT POLICE DEPARTMENT TO MOVE FORWARD WITH THE HINCKLEY’S, INC. MASTER LEASE AGREEMENT, AND PRESENT THE FINAL AGREEMENT COSTS FOR DECISION AT THE JANUARY 10, 2017 MEETING. Councilman Welch SECONDED the motion. Motion Carried.
