City Attorney Jake Sweeten said at the last meeting the firewood was preemptively surplused to auction, but the Council can designate where surplus property goes and donating it is an option under the law. He said what Council will need is a new motion redirecting where the firewood goes, from the auction to being donated.

Drug Policy

City Clerk Chrystal Whiteley said the Drug Policy was created in 2006, and in 2010 it was implemented in the employee handbook. In 2015, as the employee handbook was being re-evaluated, Superintendent Evans was notified by his drug testing company that it is not a good idea to have a drug policy within the employee handbook as the Fire Dept. and Police Dept. fall under different regulations than Public Works, who have to follow DOT regulations. The policy was removed from the employee handbook in 2015. Clerk Whiteley said that the drug testing company is working with the City in implementing a comprehensive policy for DOT regulations, but in the meantime she is requesting the drug policy be reinstated. The only thing that has changed from the previous policy is the effective date.

Councilman Stout stated he is in favor of drug testing policies. He stated that as it is, the policy does not require some departments, such as the clerk’s department, to participate in the drug testing, but Counselor Sweeten and Clerk Whiteley are researching the legal aspect in this matter. Councilman Stout said that he is fine with the policy, but would like to revisit it if they find that all departments can be tested.
Councilman Henderson made a motion to reinstate the drug policy that we had prior and make the effective date April 13, 2016. Councilman Hodges seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
