Police Chief

Purchase of 2 new police vehicles

Chief Nebeker asked for Council approval in purchasing 2 new police vehicles.

Councilman Henderson made a motion to allow the Police Chief to go with Corwin Ford to place an order for the two vehicles in the amount of $27,573.21 each and the Emergency Responder Package with emergency responder services in the amount of $9,319.50 each. Councilman Welch seconded the motion. Discussion followed on whether or not the Emergency Responder Package price of $9,319.50 was for each one or combined (total of 2). It was decided that the price was $9,319.50 each. Motion Carried.

Fire Chief

Fire Chief Steve Mahoney presented his report.

Pay Increase request for Deputy Fire Chief and Weekend Duty Shifts

Chief Mahoney asked for a stipend of $500.00 a month for the Deputy Fire Chief, and an additional $25.00 a month for the weekend duty shifts, which are currently at $75.00 a shift.

Councilman Hodges made a motion to approve the money the Chief is requesting for the firefighters stipend, $500.00 for the Deputy Fire Chief and $100.00 for the weekend shift, contingent upon it staying within the allocated budget, and the City does not have to re-open the budget. Councilman Henderson seconded the motion. Motion Carried.

Superintendent of Public Works

Superintendent of Public Works Bruce Evans presented his report.

Tree Removal Request
Superintendent of Public Works Bruce Evans asked for Council approval to remove 9 trees from the City Park due to rot, vandalism and safety.

Councilman Henderson made a motion to approve the removal of 9 trees and the 4 Superintendent Evans spoke of to perform tree trimming practices on, allow that to happen, and take the firewood out to the wastewater treatment facility until being otherwise told what to do with it.
