Re-open Budget for Fiscal Year 2014-2015
Mayor Petrie opened the Public Hearing at 7:03 p.m.

City Clerk Chrystal Whiteley addressed the Council. She said she included the upcoming ordinance in the packet because it lays it out much nicer than the legal notice. She said something they do not normally do, that they opted to do this year, is whenever they do not receive grant funds in; they are not required to re-open a budget to decrease our revenues. We are only required to re-open a budget to increase the revenues. However, we have close to a million dollars in grant funds that we were anticipating to spend out this year, but we do not have to. Part of this is from the Substation Bridge project. Almost one year ago, October, we were slated to begin the construction of the bridge. There was a delay in the engineering development, so construction could not be started. Earlier this year, the City received a letter from LHTAC stating if we put in $35,000 towards the project, they would take care of the rest. Clerk Whiteley said if she does not reduce the numbers, it skews the budget numbers, and when it comes to our audit, it looks like we did not expend a certain amount, even though we did not bring that certain amount in. Since it is almost one million dollars in grant funds, it skews our numbers and we want to be as transparent as possible. For this reason, we have opted this year to do the decreases. Clerk Whiteley presented the following ordinance to Council:
