Amendments to the Agenda

PUBLIC HEARING

Annexation – Substation Road Bridge

Mayor Petrie opened the Public Hearing at 7:04 p.m.

Brad Clark, Planning Director for the City of Emmett and Gem County Development Services Department addressed the Council. He said a few years ago, in terms of the roadway planning, the City of Emmett, Bruce Evans, Superintendent of Public Works and a few other folks basically looked at Substation Road and the bridge with the Last Chance Ditch that crosses there. The bridge was crumbling and the infrastructure there would need to be replaced. Part of that whole process of engineering a new bridge is the assessment of the wing walls, which would come out a little further because it will be a much wider bridge than what is there. As a result of that bridge planning project, City of Emmett Public Works had to acquire about .35 acres on the west side of Substation Road right where the existing narrow bridge is. They approached Mr. Denny White who owns the large agricultural parcel that is there and asked if he would be willing to sell a piece to the city for this new bridge project, and he was indeed willing to do that. However, none of Mr. White’s property was annexed into the City. It was all County and the City purchased that piece and since the City now owns that .35 acres, the logic is we should bring it into the City limits along with the area on the east side of there, which is all in the City limits. It is basically a clean-up as the city owns this little piece. He said the recommendation comes to them from the City of Emmett Zoning Commission which held a hearing on this on March 2, 2015, and they did not have anyone from the public testify at that hearing. They reviewed the staff report, which the Council should have received, and the City Zoning Commission is recommending that the Council annex it the way the ordinance is written. When annexed it is typically zoned at the same time. Technically, they could do it separate. The recommendation is to zone it R1, which matched the zoning of Harvest Valley and the other subdivisions in that part of the City. Planner Clark asked if there were any questions. There were none.
Mayor Petrie asked for public testimony for, against or about the annexation. There was no response.
Mayor Petrie closed the Public Hearing at 7:08 p.m.

Decision of Public Hearing

Councilman Jenkins made a motion to annex into the City the Substation Road Bridge with it being placed in Zone R1. Councilman Frey seconded the motion. Councilman Jenkins amended his motion to include the adoption of staff’s findings and analysis in the application and was approved by Councilman Frey. Motion Carried.
